THANK YOU, MARGARET HERBERT,
FOR YOUR LEGACY

Margaret Herbert moved to Del Rey, Florida from the Philadelphia area two decades ago, but she never forgot her
beloved Christ Church. Each month, up until she had a debilitating stroke a few years ago, she would send a
monthly check with a lovely note about her memories of Christ Church.

Mrs. Herbert died this past spring, nearly 100 years-old, her resources all but exhausted by her long life and the ex-
pense of her nursing home.

In her will, she had named Christ Church as one of her two beneficiaries, but her executor wrote to say that he
didn’t think there would be enough left after paying her last bills. That didn’t matter, it was her thoughtfulness and
consideration that touched us, as well as her kind notes with her monthly donations.

I was surprised when we received a check in August for $1275 from the Estate of Margaret Herbert, proving once
again that it matters not how much any of us put in our will for Christ Church, but that each of us does so.

Each of us can have a legacy at Christ Church. Mrs. Herbert’s gift is now a legacy that will be part of our endow-
ments for hundreds of years, providing income for preservation, music, programs and outreach. Margaret Herbert
joins Mary Andrews, who in 1761, left the first legacy gift to Christ Church, just a few pounds and schillings, which
today funds a permanent endowment to address the needs of the poor and hungty.

Thank you to Christ Church for supporting me in my
mission trip this Summer. During my trip to Guatemala
in July, I was building 3 houses along with other youth
from the diocese. We were there for ten days and during
eight of those days we were building the houses.

For the eight
days, we went to sleep around 11 or 12 at night and woke
up every morning at 6:00 A.M.. We would get dressed,
have morning prayer at 6:30 A.M. and then have break-
fast around 7:00.

day we had one plate of beans, rice and tortillas which
got boring real quick; but not only did we go to build houses, we went to also experience how it is to live like the
native Nuevos Mayas live, so we ate the same food as the kids at the school where we stayed. Coming back from
the trip I was not only proud of what we did to help, but I was thankful for the food and clothes and all that we
have here in the United States. One thing I've learned this year in 2010 is that you don’t always appreciate what you
have until it’s gone.
